Designing a system

Successful implementation of a home network system is dependant on the
designer having a thorough understanding of the system. The following
pages provide an explanation of the system and its component parts with
examples of specifications of a two bedroom apartment.

Telephone Service Location

Typically a telephone service enters a building and is presented on a master
socket - for a BT service this is known as a NTE5. if the NTE5 is situated
away from the Systemline HomeNet enclosures it will be necessary to run
cable between the two locations. A direct run of Cat5e cable may be
terminated using the NTE5 extension wiring connection (wall plate and
modules not required).

Alternatively a wall outlet with RJ45 connections could be installed close to
the master socket. One cable connection for each incoming line is required
however where only one line is initially considered it is suggested that a
minium of two cables are installed.

Data Services Distribution

Data Modules (DM) should be located everywhere in the property where the
presentation of a data service may be required. This includes ISDN, ADSL and
Ethernet. This requires great consideration as these will form the future
connectivity for the customer. It is likely many video and telephony devices
will in the future be replaced with data terminals serviced by central servers
and external digital services.

The data modules are connected back to the Data Distribution Panels by
Cat5e cables. Eight modules can be connected to each panel.

ISDN and ADSL services may be connected directly from the host patch
panel to the distribution panel or may be converted to Ethernet by a router
to allow more than one device to access the service.
